Silent Auction 
During the day on Saturday, there will be a silent auction.  If you have something fun and 
interesting to donate, please bring it with you on Saturday.  Services (such as a B&B weekend 
at your home) are also welcome.  The auction will end at the 9:00 PM break on Saturday 
evening and payment is due at that time.  The NTTDS is a non-profit so your donation is tax 
deductible.

Parking 
Dallas Arts Center 
The best place to park is in the parking garage directly across the street from the Dallas Arts 
center Building.  Parking is normally $8.00 but we have negotiated a special rate of $5.00.  
The reduced-rate coupons are available at the dance and a machine accepts the coupon when 
you leave the garage.  Unfortunately, the garage does not have “in & out” privileges, so we 
ask everyone to ride-share as much as possible.  Parking on the street is available at $1.50/hr 
but the meters have a 2 hour limit.  Parking enforcement can be vicious and lots are known to 
tow unauthorized cars, so stick with the garage. 
 
Hotel Parking 
Overnight parking at the garage associated with the Hotel Indigo is $12.00.  (Sorry.) 
 
Sons of Hermann Hall 
There is plenty of free, on-street parking around the SoHH, and since we will be there on a 
Sunday afternoon, parking should not be a problem.  (See the attached map.)  However, there 
are also many parking lots and fields in the area where you can NOT park.  Quoting from the 
Sons of Hermann website… 
"Baylor Hospital no longer allows Sons of Hermann Hall guests to park in their lots.  Please 
DO NOT park in the Baylor lots or your vehicle may be towed.  
 
There is a small parking lot directly across the street from the Sons of Hermann Hall.   This 
lot does not belong to the Sons of Hermann Hall and the owner does not allow SoHH patrons 
to park there.  Your car will be towed so please avoid this lot.  
 



PLEASE CHECK THE PARKING SIGNS CAREFULLY!  If you park in a metered space 
please remember that unlike other parts of Dallas the meters must be paid up to midnight 
SEVEN DAYS A WEEK.   Parking laws in Deep Ellum are strictly enforced. 
 
PLEASE check the signs carefully and DO NOT park in reserved spaces or in the lots 
belonging to any local business with "no parking" signs.  (For example, Brake & Clutch 
across Exposition from the Hall.)  If you park illegally your car will be towed very quickly 
which will ruin an otherwise great day.” 
 
DART (Dallas Area Rapid Transit) Transportation 
A 24-hour DART pass is $4.00.  Parking at DART stations is free, but the stations near the 
Dallas Arts Council Building and the Sons of Hermann Hall do not have any parking.  The 
rail schedules are attached below. 
 
To the Dallas Arts Center Building 
Take the red or blue lines to the Pearl Street Exit.  The DAC building is a six-block walk.  See 
the attached map.  Please note when the last train leaves the Pearl St. station on the weekend 
to be certain it continues to your stop!  For the entire system schedule, visit www.DART.org. 
 
To the Sons of Hermann Hall 
Take the green line to the Baylor station.  The Sons of Hermann Hall is a six-block walk.  See 
the attached map. 
 
Other Attractions  
There are many other activities going on in Dallas around the Set for Spring weekend.  The 
Hotel Indigo has extended the special weekend rate to days before and after Set for Spring, so 
if you’d like to spend some extra time here, be sure to request the discount.
